What will | be learning about in this Learning Programme?

Students will learn about a key practitioner of docu drama Mark Wheller and will explore sections from a range of his plays Missing Dan Nolan, Hard to
swallow, and Too much punch for Judy.

They will apply the conventions learnt in Year 7 of Split stage and cross cutting, body as prop, these will be applied to new scenarios/context.

What could I use it for?
Docu Drama is a style of theatre that is used throughout KS3, in Lp5 of year 8 this style is built upon by looking at Verbatim theatre. This is further built on in
year 9 through the exploration of Paper Birds a verbatim theatre company. In KS4 this style is a consideration through component 1 and devising theatre.
